INFORMATION STATEMENT TO SCHOOL GOVERNING BODIES

The Gauteng Principals’ Association was founded in 1995 as an association for the professional managers of schools.  It is not aligned to any political party or organisation or to any educator body or union.

Its declared major purpose has always been to provide a vehicle for the professional development of educational leaders at school level in the interest of the delivery of quality education in schools in the Gauteng province.  To this end it has regularly organised workshops, seminars and conferences at which the concerns and aspirations of principals and deputy principals have been positively addressed.

SAPA GAUTENG, as it is known, is a provincial sub-division of SAPA – the South African Principals’ Association.

The association and teacher unions have different, yet related, interests.  It is the earnest desire of the Association to work in close harmony with the organised teaching profession.  At the same time the Association affirms that educational leaders – principals and deputy principals – have specific concerns and responsibilities which can be catered for through membership of the Association.

Membership of SAPA GAUTENG is linked to the post of principal or deputy principal.  There are significant benefits for schools whose heads enjoy membership of Gauteng. It is the contention of the association that principals should make their governing bodies aware of the advantages of membership and that governing bodies should then facilitate such membership of the principals and deputy principals.

We thus urge School Governing Bodies to budget for and pay for their school management (principals and deputy principals), to affiliate to SAPA.  The enormous advantages will not only benefit the school’s leaders and professional teachers, but through better management all learners will reap the benefits.

The affiliation fee is R300.00 per person, per year, and principals and deputy principals (and persons acting in those positions) may affiliate.
